Dear Brigade Air Camp Host:
Below is the language from the “EAA Young Eagles” registration / permission form.  I’ve highlighted the three sentences from the back of the form which I would recommend you use as a guide and adapt similar wording into your Brigade Air camp permission form for this summer.  One suggested adaptation would be as follows:

“The camper named above wishes to participate in the Brigade Air aviation program, which includes demonstration and introductory flights in an airplane.  I certify that I am the child’s legal guardian, and I give him/her permission to participate in this program.  I also agree to hold Brigade Air, Inc., name you camp here, all participants and sponsors harmless for all personal injury which might result from participation in any part of this program.”

Young Eagles operates in every state, and many other places around the globe.  I am surprised at the simplicity of their permission form, but one of the obvious objectives for us would be to say what’s legally necessary without scaring off the campers or parents.  This language does just that.  Please look through the entire form because it addresses other topics of interest to you and to parents as well.
